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JERSEY FA MEMBERSHIP SCHEME

GUIDANCE NOTES FOR PLAYERS


How much will it cost?
If you are a senior player (age 18-35) you will pay £35.00 per season*

If you are a junior player (age 13-18) you will pay £15.00 per season*

If you are a veteran player (over 35) you will pay £15.00 per season*

If you are over 18 and a student in full time education or attending University you will pay £15.00 per season.  

Claim as a student should be supported by a letter from college or University

If you are under 13 you are exempt from membership*

Players under 13 do not receive any membership benefits

When must it be paid?

ALL membership fees must be paid by 31st August each year
How & where do I pay?

In the first season ALL membership fees must be paid by cheque. 

Cash may be accepted if you do not have a bank account/cheque book.

Cheques can be either 

a) Sent by post or 

b) Delivered directly 

to the Jersey FA office at Springfield Stadium, Janvrin Road, St Helier JE2 4LF 

PLEASE NOTE: Only Cheques can be sent by post. Cash MUST NOT be sent by post.
Cheques made payable to: Jersey FA
What if I don’t pay on time?

If you don’t pay by the deadline date of 31st August you will be charged a late payment administration fee of £10 per month until you do pay. This admin fee will be levied in full for the first 3 months of the season resulting in a maximum fee of £65 if you have still not paid by 30th November.
What if I refuse to pay?

If you refuse to pay you will be considered ‘suspended’ until you do and will not therefore be eligible to play for any Combination Club or in any affiliated competition.

How will a Club know which players have not paid?

Each Club will be able to access details of all their registered players via the Jersey FA website (Membership Services**) and see which players have paid and which have not?

What happens when players transfer during season?

Player transfers during the season will have no effect on the membership scheme.  Please notify the Jersey FA office with your new club details on 01534 730433.
